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fuch as in my time was the Empceror Frede.
rick_the Second, who when he was indi-
geot and in great neceiliey, wasarrived to
the Imperial Dignity, and brought under
his obedicnce all Apuliz , the Kingdom of
Sicily , ferufalem s Cracovia, Italian, and
the whole Roman Empive ( except of Lom-
bardy ) fubduing all Uncmies, ¥rditors and
Rebels , and remained in thoat llnflrious
flourithing condition; yet at lait died mi-
ferably,being poyfoned by his Domefticks.
and all his Family extirpated; fo that (carce
any of them remained. Such another was
Ectlines de Romano , who when he was bue
mean, was far exalted aboveall othier /ea-
Lians, forhe roled , andas it were tyran-
nized over the Marquifate of Treves, ¢ven
to Almaine and Trent , and wichin four or
five miles of Penice, and his Tyranuy con-
tinued twenty fix years; but ac faft all
thefe glories were overcaft with calamity,
for when it fecmed impoflible to fupprets
him, he fell into the hands of his Enemics
at a Bactel in the County of Mediolanenfe
apud Caffiansiny and died wretched, and all
his pofterity was dcltroy’d,not one of them
remaining. - In the fame manner there was
one in the Kingdom of Apalias, of bafe
defcent , culled Perer de Vinea, who when
he was aSchollax at Bowowia, was forced
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to beg for his living, and had not bread
to eat, yet made Notary, and after that
Protonotary of the Court of the Emperor:
Frederick the Second ; be became a Judge,
and climed to fuch a grandeur, that he was
happy that could obtain the leaft of his fa-
vor, for whatever he did theEmperor would
confirm: but himfelf would often fet afide
what had been eftablifhed by the Emperor,
who malde him Lord of Apulta: wherehy
he grew forich , that be had ten thoufand
pounds of Gold (" Auguftanenfinm ) behides
other Treafures aimoft ineltimable ; yet in
ghe end he fell, and was reduced to fuch
mifery, that the Emperor ordered bis eyes
to be put out:inraged at which out of meer
indignation he fkruci out his own braing
againft a walljas it was then commonly re-
ported. Another was at Pyfa,called Smerolus,
one of the dregs oi the Vulgar, who came
to be (as it is {aid) Lord ofthat Province
nor durft any of the Nobility for a while
contend with him ; yee ac laft be came to
nothivg, After whom one Oddo Gualdss-
xins y a mean fellow, tapered up fo high,

¢that he did as it wer: fumy the whole City,

and none would contradi& Lim | till Galy-
ver,a Judge, caufed him to be chopp’d all
v pieces. The fame happened at Flory-
Yycium , one called Simon Muftagnere the
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Son of obfcure Pareets 4 who mounted fo
high, that alf ¢he People adored him; nor
durft any oppofe Liim ve oniy my felf ,who
kntw bim Cieou D'y and whae milchief
hecould , L did ac bis pleatre for chree
y-ars ‘pace: but at laft dowa lie came, be-
1oy bnithe the Civy, which happened for
the od oafnzfs of his perfon and cowar-
dife, Anather, helng a Ericr of che Preachs
ing Q-der, Ly name Folin, hy Nation Vi-
centinrs . vias adm'red as a Szint by all the
teatians that ack'owledsed the Roman
Charchy bie Tever choapht him an Hy-
pociite s L srew {o biph | ehat he was re.
porezd to have naifed eighteea from the
dead, (though qcver oie o chem ennld be
fern) and o mweall D cafes, fright Des
vils e, yeu cothd Unotperceive any hody
freed wy hin, thomgh fraade much enquiry
into his Miracles; however the whole
World {eemed to run afrer him, and
thoughe Wimfelf hppy that conld get a
Thraad of his Cap, which they cfteemed
afpral wich the Reliques of the Saints ; and
in his Preaching e would publickly boaft,

That be had conve-fe with Jelus Chrift, the -

Virgin Mary o and Angels when he liff. By
which Tricks, the Friers of his Order at
Bononia , ¢ t more chan Twenty thoufand
Marks. And his power was fo great, that

by
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by his own will lie releafcd a Souldier as
he was poing ro Yxeention for murcher.
Nor durfl the Mag,{hretes deny Fim . nor
any fpeak ill of him but sy felt, who kocw
all his whesdles and cozsnages ; for which
the Rabble , mcerly out ot fear of him,
reported mean Heretick, Inwhieh efteem
and pomp he continued abrve a year, but
at laft wonr out like a (nuff of a Candle,
with a ftink , his Devices and Hypocrifie
being dilcovered ; o thac he became as
gencrally, and every bedy was afhamed to
be feen in hLis company,

The 14:d Confideration is, To obl:rve
